APPLICATION  PROCEDURE:



Applicants should submit the following information:


•	Section !-Biographical Data, including name, address, telephone number, e-mail address and background information and address the issue of fmancial need.


•	Section 2-Leadership Experience-in essay form, limited to one page.  Discuss seven leadership skills and how you learned them.


•	Section 3-Write a narrative about yourself, sharing community and citizenship experiences.  For example:


IdentifY personal contributions.  (e.g.-Did you pick up trash in a public/park
area, visit a nursing home, plan outings for senior citizens, volunteer to work with the disabled or work on a cominunity project?)


Share information about yourself:  Emphasize personal growth and development, including experiences and career goals.


Explain how your post-secondary education will assist you in attaining your career goals.


Describe what your major field of study is and why you chose it.


•	Section 4-Academic Record.  Attach a copy of your high school or college transcript.
GPA must be identified on the transcript.  Home-schooled youth should submit verification of GED completion.  All applications must include ACT or SAT scores.
